All versions are energy efficient, the memory controller and graphics core on the processor die giving a two-chip system architecture that requires less power than previous three-chip platforms. Intel turbo boost and hyper-threading technology optimise performance to match the system workload, further contributing to reducing the power requirements.
The SBC is feature-rich: up to 4GB of DDR3 system memory with an 800 or 1066MHz FSB data rate supports the fast processors, while the integrated VGA and DVI interfaces and Realtek ALC888 high definition audio codec provide impressive A/V performance.
